	· We recognise the unity of the Old and New Testament as both explain in a variety of ways the unfolding of Salvation History- that is God’s self-revelation through the ages. In P 5 we will focus on the Gospel of Mark, which is thought to be the first Gospel to be written. It chronicles the signs and wonders of Jesus and the amazement of those who witnessed them; the humanity of Jesus in his words, looks and gestures, and his invitation to enter the kingdom of God. (TIOF P.142)

· I can recognise that we can learn about Jesus through the Gospel and that each Gospel gives a particular portrait of the same Jesus.

· I know that Jesus performed actions and miracles that reveal his identity as Son of God and his relationship with us as our saviour.

· I know that Jesus being fully divine, acted with God’s power, causing many people to be amazed and I can recognise this in two or more of the following passages: Jesus forgives and heals the paralyzed man; Jesus picks corn on the Sabbath and is Lord of the Sabbath; Jesus raises the daughter of Jairus to life; Jesus multiplies the loaves and fishes; Jesus walks on water and is Lord of creation. 

· I know that, in the incarnation, the eternal Son of God became man as Jesus of Nazareth, Son of the Virgin Mary.

· I know that Mary had a special part to play in God’s plan of salvation and that this made her different from the very beginning to the end of her life.

· I know that from the first moment of her existence, as a unique privilege because she would be the Mother of God’s Son, Mary was preserved from Original Sin in view of the grace of the redemption. I know that this is the mystery of faith known as the Immaculate Conception. 

· I know that Mary the Mother of Jesus, who was uniquely Holy and Blessed among believers, at the end of her life was taken (assumed) bodily into heaven and received into the Glory of the Resurrection. I know that this is the mystery of faith known as the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary.
· I know that we celebrate these events in feast such as Mary, the Mother of God, the Annunciation, the Immaculate Conception and the Assumption.
· I can hear, read and recount narratives about Jesus’ life to show that he was fully human. E.g. Being tempted- Temptation in the Wilderness; Being Angry- The cure of the man with the Withered Hand; Choosing friends- the First Four Disciples are Called; eating- eating with sinners; Being Afraid- Gethsemane. (TIOF P.143)

· I have read Mark 3:7-12 and I understand that people were drawn to Jesus through his actions and his teaching. 

· I have read Mark 8:34-38 and I understand that Jesus called forth a response from the crowds.

· I can identify how people responded to Jesus in different ways. E.g. The Rich Young Man; The blind Man of Jericho and Peter’s Profession of Faith. (TIOF P.143)

· I understand that the people of Israel had a covenant with God, a promise of love and faithfulness often compared to a loving marriage or devotion between a parent and child. (TIOF P.143)

· I know that when Jesus invited people to eat with him, he was inviting them to enter the New Covenant and be saved. E.g. Eating with Sinners; Feeding of the Five Thousand.  (TIOF P.143)

	
	I have examined some political, social, historical and religious elements in first-century Palestine and gained an understanding of Jesus’ life on earth.

· I have examined and discussed what Jesus said and did in three or more of these healing miracles: The Man Possessed By a Demon; Simon’s Mother-in-law; The Man with leprosy; The Man with the withered Hand; The Woman with the Haemorrhage; The Deaf Man; The Blind Man at Bethsaida. (TIOF P.145)

· Having considered these miracles, I know that, through them, Jesus showed the love of God and showed his divine power.

· I can recall that Peter denied Jesus three times and I can identify occasions when we may not be faithful to Jesus.  (TIOF P.146)

· I can hear, read and recall the events of the Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus in the account from Mark’s Gospel. (TIOF P.146)

· I know that Jesus died on the cross for me, and that this is the greatest demonstration of God’s love form me.  (TIOF P.146)

· I understand that the liturgical season of Lent and Holy Week provides the opportunity to reflect prayerfully on the meaning of the Passion and Death of Jesus and our Journey towards the Resurrection.

· I can recognise that the death and resurrection of Jesus in Holy Week and Easter ( also known as the “Paschal Mystery”) are the central events of the Christian story and are at the heart of the Christian life. I know that this is what we celebrate at the Eucharist on a Sunday.

· I know that we too are offered the promise of eternal life and can regularly pray for this, which is a message of hope encouraging us to “look forward to the resurrection of the dead and the life of the world to come” (Nicene Creed).

· I know that we should pray for those who have died, especially for those who have died and are awaiting eternal life.

· I have reflected on the care shown to Jesus’ body by Joseph of Arimathea and by the women who followed Jesus. (TIOF P.146)

· I recognise the respect and care shown in the funeral rites of the Church to the bodies of those who have died.
