· I know that one of the names for the Church is ‘The Mystical Body of Christ’ and that, in relation to suffering, this means:

· That Jesus suffers with us and helps us bear our sufferings with love and hope, for the good of others and of ourselves.

· That we can learn from, and be inspired by, the saints and others who found God’s presence in their suffering. E.g. the early Christian Martyrs ;St Bernadette, St. Therese of Lisieux. (this teaches us HOPE)

· That as members of a universal church, we can show solidarity and give practical help to those who suffer. (TIOF P.161)

· That we can pray or suffer and make sacrifices for each other, for those who have died and for good intentions. (TIOF P.161)

	In P6 we focus on the Gospel of Matthew (with occasional references to the Gospel of John)

The Gospel of Matthew presents Jesus Christ, “Son of David, Son of Abraham” as the fulfilment of God’s promises and as “Emmanuel”- God with us. Jesus inaugurates the Kingdom of God and explains its character through the parables and its values through the Beatitudes. This provokes opposition from the religious authorities but Jesus remains faithful to the mission entrusted to him by God, his Father. (TIOF P. 165)
· I recognise that we can learn about Jesus through the Gospels and that each Gospel gives a particular portrait of the same Jesus.

· I know that in P6, through reading the Gospel of Matthew, we will learn about Jesus who was “Son of David”, “Son of Abraham” and “Emmanuel”. 

· I know that John the Baptist prepared the way for the Messiah, or Christ (meaning the anointed one) and asked others to prepare by repenting and seeking forgiveness of their sins. (TIOF P. 165)
· I know that we can experience repentance during Lent and through the sacraments of the church.

· As I reflect on the person and ministry of John the Baptist, I know that he recognised and proclaimed Jesus as Saviour and I know that we too are called to proclaim Jesus as our saviour and witness to his message. (TIOF P.165)
· I know that, at the original Passover meal, God promise to save his people from slavery in Egypt and that he promised to feed them in the desert on the way to the promised land. I know that this is known as the Old Covenant. (TIOF P. 165)
· I know that the Covenant was celebrated and renewed every year at the Passover when a lamb was sacrificed. 

· I can recognise that Jesus established a New Covenant between his followers and God his Father, a new covenant in his blood which would be poured out “ for many”:

· by instituting the Eucharist at the Last Supper in the course of a Passover meal. (TIOF P. 165)
· by giving them his own body and blood instead of a lamb (this is why Jesus is called “The Lamb of God”) by dying for them on the cross.

· I know that not everyone accepted Jesus and his words. (TIOF P. 165)
· I can recognise why Jesus faced a lot of opposition to his preaching and healing. E.g.

· he healed on the Sabbath a holy day. (TIOF P. 165)
· he forgave sins, as only God can do, so people thought he was blaspheming. (TIOF P. 165)
· he was critical of the religious authorities of his day and the prophet made from the temple. (TIOF P. 165)

	
	I have examined some political, social, historical and religious elements in first-century Palestine and gained an understanding of Jesus’ life on earth.

	·  I know about two groups of Jewish religious authorities known as Scribes (who studied and taught Jewish Law) and the Pharisees (who taught how people could apply the law to daily life).

	I have explored the events of the Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus and I have reflected on the Catholic meaning of eternal life.

	· In Matthew’s account of Jesus’ death, he dies very much alone. He is mocked by the soldiers and criminals, and Pilate washes his hands of him, although ironically the sign over the cross speaks the truth: Jesus of Nazareth, King of the Jews. Hope comes from the women who follow at a distance, and from the care shown to Jesus’ body by Joseph of Arimathea. After his resurrection, the risen Christ sends out his disciples to “ make disciples of all the nations”. (TIOF P. 168)

· I can hear, read and recall the events of the Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus (the Paschal Mystery) as outlined in Matthew, paying particular attention to the role of Pilate. (TIOF P. 168)
· I can pray The Sorrowful Mysteries of the Rosary which recount the story of Jesus’ death in a prayerful way. 

· I know that Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Easter Sunday are known as the Easter Triduum (which means three days) and I can reflect on the Church’s invitation to participate in the Holy Week Liturgies.

· I know that adults who wish to enter the church are baptised at the Easter Vigil because , when we are baptised, we die and rise with Christ and have our sins forgiven.

· I understand that when people encountered The Risen Christ, they fell on their knees and worshipped him. (TIOF P. 168)

· I recognise that, when I genuflect and kneel at appropriate times in the Church, I show my respect for the real presence of Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament.

· I know that, at his Ascension, The Risen Christ sent his disciples out on a mission to tell The Good News to the whole world and that we share in that mission when we witness to Jesus.

· I know that God wills everybody to have eternal life with him in Heaven, and that we can live forever because , now that Jesus is risen, he will never die again. 

· I have prayed for those who have died and are at the threshold of Heaven because I understand that our prayers can help them reach God.

· I know that some souls of the departed are purified from all imperfections before seeing God face to face in heaven and I know that this is called the state of Purgatory.

· I recognise that two of these sacraments – The sacrament of Marriage and the Sacrament of Holy Orders- are called Sacraments of Service. (TIOF P.170)

· I know that the particular mission given by these sacraments is to serve and build up The People of God.

· I know that someone who has received the Sacrament of Holy Orders, by a special grace of The Holy Spirit, is consecrated to God and serves Christ’s Church as Bishop, Priest or Deacon and I know that, through Ordination, they receive a special imprint or “character” that cannot be removed. 

· I know that there are three degrees of Holy Orders- Bishop, Priest and Deacon (transient and permanent) and I recognise that each has a different role in the Church.

· I know that, through ordination, bishops, who have received the fullness of the priesthood, and priests, who are co-workers of the bishop, are made able to act in the person of Jesus Christ, the head and shepherd of the church, and also act in the name of the whole Church.

· I know that through ordination, deacons are given a special share in Christ’s mission to serve. (TIOF P.170)

· I know that those who have received the Sacrament of Holy Orders- bishops, priests and deacons- are ordained and, each in their own way, build up the People of God by preaching the Gospel, by celebrating the sacraments and by exercising pastoral authority and service.

· I know that a man and a woman are joined together as husband and wife, the sacrament of Holy Matrimony in an indissoluble bond and that they are made holy by the sacrament so that they can love each other faithfully and exclusively as long as “they both shall live”. 

· I know that husband and wife are strengthened by the grace of the sacrament of Matrimony to build up the church and the human family by loving one another, by being open to the procreation of new life, and by being responsible for the care and education of their children.

· I recognise the importance of The Sacrament of Matrimony for the good of husband and wife and of their children, for the good of society and for humanity, according to God’s plan. 

Where Confirmation is Celebrated in primary 6

· I can hear, read and respond to the Gospel Narrative of Jesus in the Synagogue at Nazareth, which marks the beginning of his ministry. (TIOF P.171)

· I can recognise that the priest also asks God to fill the people with the Holy Spirit so that they can grow in the fullness of charity and become one body.

· I understand that, nourished by the Eucharist and filled with the Holy Spirit, I can live the Gospel values of love/charity, unity, peace, service, holiness and justice.

· I know that, in this way, God reveals himself and displays his everlasting faithfulness to his people at all times.

· I can recognise that Jesus was the fulfilment of God’s promises made in the Old Covenant and through the prophets.

New Testament – The focus for Primary 6 is on the Acts of the Apostles

· I can hear, read and recount scripture passages present in the Son of God strand. 

· I recognise that The Acts of the Apostles is a major book in the New Testament and tells us about the life of the early Christian Communities and of the missionary journeys of St. Paul.
