	In P6 we focus on the Gospel of Luke which presents Jesus as Our Saviour
Through the Compassion Jesus “brings good news to the poor” and show God’s love for all, men and women, especially the downtrodden and the outsider. He is filled with The Holy Spirit throughout his ministry and prays often to his Father in heaven.

· I recognise that we can learn about Jesus through the Gospels and that each Gospel gives a particular portrait of the same Jesus

· I know that the Jewish people were waiting for a saviour who would save them from poverty, blindness, captivity and being downtrodden. (TIOF P.190)

· I know that Jesus fulfilled these expectations in his ministry, by reaching out especially to those considered outsiders e.g.

· Sinners- The woman who was a sinner. (TIOF P.190)

· Foreigners—the healing of the Centurion’s servant.(TIOF P.190)

· Those who are lost- the “lost” parables: the Lost Sheep, the lost coin and the lost son(TIOF P.190)

· Criminals. (TIOF P.190)

· I know that the Jewish people expected the Saviour to suffer for many, that Jesus fulfilled this by dying for us, and for everyone, on the cross on Good Friday and I understand that this is why we hear these readings from Isaiah in church during Holy Week. (TIOF P.190)

· I know that Jesus prayed often, especially before important decisions and moments in his life and that this prayer was a communion with the father and the Holy Spirit, which helps us to understand the mystery of the Trinity.

· I can explore some of these occasions of Jesus praying: Jesus prays alone, Jesus prays before choosing his disciples, The Transfiguration, The raising of Lazarus, Jesus prayers for unity at the last supper, Jesus prays in the garden of Gethsemane. (TIOF P.190)
· I know that Jesus’ unique relationship with his father, expressed in his prayer, is a sign of his divinity, and that his need of the Father’s strength is a sign of his true humanity.

· I can identify how Jesus taught his disciples to pray: the Lord’s Prayer; effective prayer. (TIOF P.190)

· I know that there are many beautiful prayers in Luke’s Gospel: Mary’s Prayer- The Magnificat, Zachariah’s Prayer- the Benedictus, Simeon’s Prayer – Nunc Dimittis’ Jesus prays filled with the Spirit. (TIOF P.191)

· I know that when we hear such Gospel passages Jesus is teaching us how to pray today, because they are the inspired Word of God.

· I know that “Covenant” means a special relationship with God.

· I know that, through his death and Resurrection (the Paschal Mystery), Jesus promised us peace, reconciliation with God, and the promise of eternal life and that this is called the New Covenant.

· I know that we share in the New Covenant at Mass, which was instituted at the Last Supper when Jesus said: “This is my blood, the blood of the new and everlasting covenant. It will be shared for you and for many, so that sins may be forgiven. Do this in memory of me.”

	
	I have examined some political, social, historical and religious elements in first-century Palestine and gained an understanding of Jesus’ life on earth.

· I understand that, by this example, and through his parables, Jesus invites us to do the same: ‘The Pharisee and the Publican’, ‘The widow’s mite’, ‘The good Samaritan’. (TIOF P. 192)
· I know that Jesus taught the value of faith and I can recognise times when Jesus acknowledged and responded to the faith of some of the people around him. “The Healing of the Leper”, The Healing of the Haemorrhaging Woman”, “The Cure of the Centurion’s Servant”. (TIOF P. 192)
· I know that when I pray in faith, Jesus acknowledges and responds to me. 

	
	I have explored the events of the Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus and I have reflected on the Catholic meaning of eternal life.

	In Luke’s Gospel, although Jesus is condemned and mocked, he is never entirely alone and is accompanied by some who help and weep for him: Simon of Cyrene the women of Jerusalem, some friends. The compassionate Jesus forgives those who crucify him, and promises the repentant thief that he will be with him in Paradise. His last words are prayer to his father: “Father, into your hands, I commit my spirit.” Women are the first witnesses to the Risen Christ, who invites his followers to journey with him. The faith journey continues in the early church in Luke’s other work, the Acts of the Apostles, which concludes with Paul taking the Gospel to the heart of the empire, Rome.
· I can hear, read and recall the events of the Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus as outlined in Luke’s Gospel. (TIOF P. 193)
· I can engage prayerfully with the Stations of the Cross, and can identify that many of the characters are noted in the account given in the Gospel of Like, especially those who accompanied and supported Jesus: Simon of Cyrene, the women of Jerusalem, the Repentant Thief and Joseph of Arimathea. 

· I have studied and reflected on the story of Jesus washing his disciples’ feet at the last supper and I can recognise that, , in this action, Jesus offers us a model of service and humility which we can follow.(TIOF P. 193)
· I know that Jesus gives us many other examples of service, and that, as members of the church, all Christians are called to be of service to the World.

· I have reflected on the account of Gethsemane, in Luke’s Gospel, and recognise that God sent an angel to console Jesus in his hour of need. (TIOF P. 193)
· I recognise that on the cross, Jesus forgave those who crucified him, and promised the repentant thief that he would be with him in paradise.(TIOF P. 193)
· I know that, because Jesus died for my sins, I can repent, receive his forgiveness and be with him in paradise when I die. 

· I realised that Jesus loved so much that he gave his life for us and that we too are called to make sacrifices out of love for God and others. 

· I know that the women were the first witnesses to the Resurrection, as told in Luke and the other Gospels.

· I can identify, list and describe the post-Resurrection appearances of the Risen Christ in the Gospels of Like and John.

· I know that the risen Christ brought Joy to the disciples, and that when we receive the Spirit of the Risen Christ he brings us joy. I know that joy is one of the fruits of the Holy Spirit. 

· I know that Christians believe that, while our earthly life comes to an end at earth, we believe in eternal life in heaven, our destination.

· I know that Heaven is often compared to a banquet:

· The banquet of rich food. (TIOF P. 194)
· A feat in the kingdom of God. (TIOF P. 194)
· I understand that, because we have free will, a person could choose to live in total estrangement from others and from God forever, and that God would not force them into happiness in heaven.

· I am familiar with the term “hell” which refers to this choice to be separated forever from God.

· I know that if a person chooses to turn away from God and not take responsibility for their sins in life, then in death they have chosen to exclude themselves from God and exist in hell. (TIOF P. 194)
· I understand that god’s will is that “no one should be lost but that all should come to repentance”. (TIOF P. 194)

· While Jesus is with the Disciples at the table, he takes bread, says the blessing, breaks it and hands it to them, and in this ‘breaking of bread’ they recognise him. (In the liturgy of the Eucharist, the priest uses the same gestures, and we recognise the Risen Jesus, truly present in our midst.)

· The Disciples immediately go out to share The Good News that Jesus is Risen. (At the end of the Eucharist, we are sent out on a mission to share the Good news about Jesus.)
