	In recognition of the positive impact on the wellbeing of children and young people, supply staff and other professional visitors can continue to visit schools.
Parents are only allowed into the building where this is agreed with the school and is

considered necessary to support children and young people. When they come in they should have a mask on. (Twitter page updated, posters on school buildings, newsletter and Group Call messages sent).

All visitors and contractors should receive an appropriate induction prior to entering the premise which should include the schools current COVID-19 infection control management arrangements.

The updated Contractor Management Standard Sign In Sheet can be accessed at the following link: Control of Contractors Appendix 3: Contract Sign in Sheet
In addition all persons entering the school establishment should be subject to general COVID-19 screening questions prior to accessing the premise to acknowledge and minimise the potential spread of COVID-19 infection.

Planned Preventative Maintenance and Inspections: In order for school buildings to remain open and continue day to day operations there will be a requirement for planned, preventative maintenance and inspection activities to be re-introduced.  

City Building Glasgow (CBG) and their appointed Sub Contractors will be responsible for carrying out the planned preventative maintenance and inspection activities and further guidance on the specific management of contractors during the COVID-19 pandemic can be sourced from guidance document ‘Essential Contractor Arrangements’ accessed via the following link COVID-19 Recovery - Health and Safety 
Visitors: Generally face to face meetings/visits with third parties should be discouraged. However, where it is necessary for the HT or SMT to meet with HQ staff, parents, third parties etc. then appropriate arrangements should be made to ensure that the meeting can be carried out safely and the following measures should be considered:

· Suitable appointment time should be agreed

· Appropriate induction information should be provided and the establishments visitors log should be completed as standard

· Visitor should also then complete the general COVID-19 screening questions which can be sourced from the following link.  Visitor Sign In and COVID-19 Screening Form
· All completed visitor screening forms should be held and readily available for a period of approx. 30 days to assist with the test and protect protocol if required. 

· All visitors should be reminded that if they subsequently test positive within a 48hour period after visiting the school, where possible they should contact and inform the school of their confirmed positive case.  

· Suitable room/location identified for meeting to maintain physical distancing etc.

	Wash hands frequently using soap and water for at least 20 seconds when you on entering the building and as required throughout the day. Particularly before and after eating or handling food, using the toilet, blowing your nose, sneezing or coughing. 

Help should be given to those children and young people who struggle to wash their hands independently. 

Avoid touching your eyes, nose and mouth with unwashed hands.

Cover your cough or sneeze with a tissue or into your elbow.  Put the tissue into the bin and ensure bins are emptied frequently. 

It is recommended that children only access toys and equipment that are easy to clean. Resources such as sand, water and playdough should be used only by consistent groupings of children and should be part of relevant risk assessments. 
If Ipads are used they need to be wiped down using disinfectant wipes after usage.(These are available in HT office)
An additional cleaner has been appointed who will be in school throughout the day. She will provide additional cleaning for classrooms, offices and toilets and will also ensure touch surfaces are cleaned regularly.
Pre-12 Estate Additional Cleaning Procedures 

Each classroom will be provided with an antibacterial cleaning solution spray and blue roll. Children will be encouraged to do this to wipe down their own desk/chair/surfaces/resources 

School uniforms/clothing and staff clothing should be washed/cleaned as normal. 

Children may bring a school bag, personal items such as a pencil case and lunch-box which will remain in their classroom; these will be taken home at the end of the school day.  
Children, young people and staff should be instructed to keep bags on the floor and not on their desks or worktops. 
Staff who work with groups of children should ensure that tables are wiped between each new group. 

Resources such as ipads should be wiped down by adults/children after every use.

Play equipment will be cleaned by support staff regularly. 
Library Books/shared resources

Children, young people and staff can take book and resources home although unnecessary sharing including textbooks should be avoided. 

Were a resources is shared cleaning between uses should be in accordance with the HPS - guidance for non-healthcare settings.

Library book returning to the school library should be quarantined for 72 hours upon return to the school library.

School libraries should develop quarantine procedure for returned books and resources e.g. book drops/book trolleys etc

There is a need for an appropriate supply of fresh air to assist in reducing the potential spread of infection. However it is important to note that increasing ventilation need to be balanced with the requirement to maintained indoor temperatures for reason including user comfort, health and wellbeing and learning and teaching.

There is a need for an appropriate supply of fresh air to assist in reducing the potential spread of infection. However it is important to note that increasing ventilation need to be balanced with the requirement to maintained indoor temperatures for reason including user comfort, health and wellbeing and learning and teaching. We have been advised that it is enough for one window and the classroom door open to keep air flowing. 

For further more specific guidance please refer to the COVID-19 Ventilation in Schools Document within the following link COVID-19 Recovery - Health and Safety 
Some practicable methods of increasing natural ventilation and the benefits from natural ventilation can include the following. 

· Opening external doors, vents and windows (school security doors should never be held open)

· Keeping doors open where it is safe to do so (internal fire doors should never be held open)

· Opening high level window in preference to low level windows to reduce draughts

· Keeping one window and the door open a while the children are in the room then purging classroom/rooms by opening windows and external doors eg. Between classes, during lunch breaks, when a room is unused or at other suitable intervals when a room is used for a constantly long period of time

· Proving flexibility in permissible clothing e.g. non uniform 

· Designing seating plans to reflect individual student/staff temperature preferences. 

· Adjusting indoor heating to compensate for cool air coming from outside.

	Any child wishing to wear a face covering in school- including classrooms, should be enabled to do so. Evidence suggests that face coverings do not provide significant protection for the wearer, rather they primarily reduce the risk of transmission and help suppress the virus.

Face coverings should continue to be used by adults when not working directly with children, for example when moving around settings or when in staff rooms, administrative areas or canteens across all school settings. We should continue to be mindful of the impact of face coverings on children with additional support needs.

Parents should also wear face coverings when entering the school  building. They have been asked to wear them in the playground at pick up and drop off to minimise infection transmission but as of 09/08/21 this can not be enforced.

Where possible, adults should try to stay 1 metre away from everyone in the building.

Outdoor spaces should continue to be used as much as possible for teaching and learning.  

There is no longer a need for children to socially distance from each other. However, staff should avoid face to face contact with children for periods longer than 15 minutes. 

Adult visitors to schools should be strictly limited only to those that are necessary to support children and young people or the running of the school and arrangements.

NCC will be provided on a fortnightly basis (5 hours per fortnight). This will minimise daily contact for the NCC teacher and the amount of staff changes for each ‘bubble’ of children. 

Communal staff areas will move towards a more relaxed setting, however staff should still remain 1 metre away from colleagues and should use their judgement if areas are too busy. 

On the basis of the scientific advice, and subject to all other risk mitigation measures set out in this advice being appropriately implemented, there is no requirement for physical distancing between children in primary schools. 

26/04/21 Level 3 

School Assemblies/Mass will now take place with smaller groups of children. These will take place in the assembly hall as this will allow for children to comfortably sit in their class bubble. 09/08/21 Level 0

Class assemblies will go ahead with parents able to watch- strictly one parent per child to enable safe social distancing within the hall.  

20/12/2021 Class assemblies and other types of large group gatherings will no longer be taking place in the school building. Where it is necessary to bring groups

Coronavirus COVID-19 Testing Kits 

The School has distributed test kits proactively to all staff in line with updated guidance, and to promote regular testing and reporting of results. All information on the use of lateral flow testing kits for staff and pupils can be sources for the following link Coronavirus (COVID19) - testing in schools advice and guidance
It is important to note that staff/pupil etc. who undertake a PCR test that provided a negative result should not regard themselves or behave as if they are free from infection. 

All staff have access to Lateral Flow Tests (in HT Office) and should test themselves twice a week. This is to ensure they are not asymptomatic with COVID. Results should be posted as per instructions, on the Scottish Government Website. This allows the Scottish Government to track rates of infection across different geographical areas. Other adults within the household can access lateral flow tests from local pharmacies or via the Scottish Government COVID website. 

20/12/21 If a staff member receives a positive result from their routine Lateral Flow testing they should inform the HT and book a PCR test for confirmation.

If a person (staff or child) tests positive regardless of the variant their whole household needs to self-isolate for 10 days – regardless of their age or vaccine status or testing negative.

If a person (adult) is identified as a (non-household) close contact then they should isolate pending a PCR result, if that is negative they can come back to work as long as they are double vaccinated.

	The whole school community should be vigilant for the symptoms of COVID-19, and to understand what actions they should take if someone develops them, either onsite or offsite. The most common symptoms are: 

· new continuous cough 

· fever/high temperature 

· loss of, or change in, sense of smell or taste (anosmia). 

Staff should not come into work if they are feeling unwell (showing the symptoms of COVID 19. They should present themselves for a PCR test and only return to work if the result is negative. 

If staff start to display symptoms they should isolate and contact the Scot Gov website to arrange a test and inform SMT so that any staff who have been in contact, within two metres should also be tested. 

The medical Room or HT office will be used as an isolation point for any staff or young person who starts to feel unwell and may have covid-19. 

Gloves, aprons and a fluid-resistant surgical mask should be worn by staff if a child or young person becomes unwell with symptoms of COVID-19 and needs direct personal care. 

Eye protection should also be worn if a risk assessment determines that there is a risk of splashing to the eyes such as from coughing, spitting, or vomiting. 

Gloves and aprons should be used when cleaning the areas where a person suspected of having COVID-19 has been. 

Individuals should wash their hands thoroughly for at least 20 seconds after any contact with someone who is unwell (see personal hygiene section).

It is recognised that children may experience high levels of anxiety due to the impact of COVID 19. Support will be offered for all children:

· Group Counselling Sessions will be available for all children, where required, from our ‘SPARK Counsellor. 

· Bespoke counselling will be provided by our Spark Counsellor as and when required and agreed by parents/carers.

· Our Action for Children Family support worker will continue to support vulnerable children and families. 

· The school has allocated staffing for enhanced nurture in addition to our ‘normal’ nurture provision to target more children. 

· The school will continue to seek advice and support from Third sector and statutory agencies.
